          This new of his decease brought sorrow to us who admire his works. Besides his famous novel Layar Terkembang, he also wrote Dian Nan Tak Kunjung Padam. His unfinished novel is Dan Hidup Berjalan Terus. He passed away before finishing this last novel.

          In his lifetime the Sutan married three times. His first wife was Rohani Daha who gave him three children. She died and he married Sugiarti who gave him two children. After his second wife died, the Sutan married a German doctor of philosophy, Margaret. She is now living with her four children.
          As his novel Dian Nan Tak Kunjung Padam, the Sutan revealed himself as a man of outstanding  vitality. He was busy worker till death felled him.
