Time is being his biggest enemy, and Sparrow pulls every trick he knows to find a way to escape the 100 years of servitude owed to Devy Jones. His old friends, Elizabeth Swann (Keira Knightly) and Will Turner (Orlando Bloom), are once again sucked into Sparrow’s misadventures.


The success of the first sequel relied on the simple thrill ride charm of a classic swashbuckler. Unfortunately, this second sequel over extends that charm without adding anything new other than a long, contrived and rather unnecessary plot twist.


The only true pleasurable aspect of this film is Depp’s reprise of Sparrow, which never falls to generate laughs. Without Depp, this film would have simply drowned in an ocean of redundancy.
